Signa Sørensen, one of the most innovative young Danish artists, returns with an interactive performance installation - The Black Rose Trick - a show which takes place 10 days non stop.
The Black Rose Trick

The Black Rose Trick is a spectacular endurance show, a strange three-floor hotel, where the audience is invited to explore the many rooms and secrets, while being watched 24 hours a day by 16 cameras. 

Guests enter The Black Rose Trick through a bureaucratic apparatus. After being taken to the sign-in room for registration and information, visitors will be guided to their rooms where they can stay for at short period or several days. The restaurant of the hotel features a classy stage and offers extensive room service. In the luxuriously furnished lobby the Boutique Lydia offers a range of high-class items. Due to complicated affairs The Black Rose Trick also hosts a military unit and a medical lab. This may at times influence the standard of the service, but on the other hand adds to the safety of the guests.

Street campaign

The month before kick off The Black Rose Trick infiltrates Malmö and Copenhagen through a street campaign where hundreds of objects from the hotel will be spread all over the two cities. Some of these objects contain traces and codes which can be used on our website as well as in the performance installation itself.

About Signa Sørensen

Signa Sørensen is 29 years old and lives in Copenhagen with her 7-year old son, Tristan. She has an education in art history, but also finds inspiration from her background of being a champagne girl in the various nightclubs of Copenhagen. Her strong and controversial stands on gender and sexuality characterize her work that also in its implemented wealth of details refers to the world of film.

Signa Sørensen is known for the interactive performance 57 Beds at Kanonhallen (2004) and Night Finder 2, which took place at last years Malmö Festival. Her breakthrough came with her performance installation Twin Life (2001), and since then she has created 10 very innovative and praised works that have dealt with subjects such as self-staging and fate. Her starting point is rooted in installation art where the barriers between viewers and work, between audience and actors are non-existent. The presence of the visitors is just as real - or unreal - as the fiction that is taking place among them. There is no clear boundary between the stage and the spectator seat.
